The signed and notarized
permit shall be recorded in the names of all persons listed above and in the names of all
owners of record of any portion of the project site on the recordation date.

The project shall not be undertaken or continued unless the project authorized herein is
in existence within five years of the date the permit is recorded in the Warren County
Clerk’s Office. The Agency will consider the project in existence when the authorized
structure has been completed.

This certificate does not convey any right to trespass upon the lands or interfere with the
riparian rights of others in order to undertake the authorized project, nor does it authorize
the impairment of any easement, right, title or interest in real or personal property.

Nothing contained in this certificate shall be construed to satisfy any legal obligations of
the permittee to comply with all applicable laws and regulations or to obtain any
governmental approval or permit from any entity other than the Agency, whether
federal, state, regional or local.

PROJECT SITE

The project site is a 1.18-acre parcel of land located on Luzerne Road in the Town of
Queensbury, Warren County, in an area classified Rural Use on the Adirondack Park
Land Use and Development Plan Map. The site is identified as Tax Map Section 307,
Block 1, Parcel 23, and is described in a deed from Delcie F. Gifford to the Town of
Queensbury, dated September 24, 1985, and recorded October 8, 1985 in the Warren
County Clerk's Office at Book 675, Page 349.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AS PROPOSED

The project as conditionally approved herein involves the removal of six antennas and
twelve remote Radio Heads (RRHs); and installation of nine antennas, six RRHs, and
three antenna mounts on an existing 60-foot-tall municipal water tank, authorized under
Agency Permit 85-261. The project will also involve related telecommunications
equipment modification within the existing ground lease area.

The antennas shall be located as shown
on the plans referenced herein, with a centerline elevation of 55 feet above ground level
and the top of the antennas no higher than 59 feet above ground level overall.
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
