





Agency Permit 1988-0043D

CONDITIONS

THE PROJECT IS APPROVED SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

1.

The project shall not be undertaken until this permit has been recorded in the
Washington County Clerk's Office.

This permit is binding on the permittee, all present and future owners or lessees
of the project site, and all persons undertaking all or a portion of the project, for
as long as the commercial sand and gravel extraction continues on the site.
Copies of this permit and Project Plans shall be furnished by the permittee to all
subsequent owners or lessees of the project site prior to sale or lease, and by the
permittee and/or any subsequent owner or lessee to all persons undertaking any
development activities authorized herein.

In addition to complying with all terms and conditions of this permit, all future
activities on the project site shall be undertaken in compliance with the requirements
of New York State’s Adirondack Park Agency Act, Freshwater Wetlands Act, and the
Adirondack Park Agency’s implementing regulations [9 NYCRR §§ 570-588].

This permit amends and supersedes Permit 1988-0043C in relation to the project
site. The terms and conditions of Permit 1988-0043C shall no longer apply to the
project site.

All deeds conveying all or a portion of the lands subject to this permit shall
contain references to this permit as follows: “The lands conveyed are subject to
Adirondack Park Agency Permit 1988-0043D, issued January 17, 2024, the
conditions of which are binding upon the heirs, successors and assigns of the
grantors and all subsequent grantees.” ‘

This permit authorizes the undertaking of the commercial sand and gravel
extraction in the location shown and as depicted on the Mine Plan Map. Any
change to the location, dimensions, or other aspect of the commercial sand and
gravel extraction shall require prior written Agency authorization.

This permit shall expire upon the expiration date of any Mined Land Reclamation
Permit issued by the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation
(DEC), unless the Mined Land Reclamation Permit has been re-issued or a new
permit issued by the DEC and written authorization for continued operation has
been obtained from the Agency prior to that date.

All mining operations, including excavation, grading, stockpiling, crushing,
maintenance and trucking shall only occur between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. daily.

Reclamation shall occur according to the Reclamation Plan.
