





Agency Permit 2024-0044

This permit amends Condition 5 of Permit 2017-0115.

CONDITIONS

THE PROJECT IS APPROVED SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

The project shall not be undertaken until this permit has been recorded in the
Hamilton County Clerk's Office.

This permit is binding on the permittee, all present and future owners or lessees
of the project site, and all persons undertaking all or a portion of the project.
Copies of this permit and the Site Plan shall be furnished by the permittee to all
subsequent owners or lessees of the project site prior to sale or lease, and by the
permittee and/or any subsequent owner or lessee to all persons undertaking any
development activities authorized herein.

In addition to complying with all terms and conditions of this permit, all future activities
on the project site shall be undertaken in compliance with the requirements of New
York State’s Adirondack Park Agency Act, Freshwater Wetlands Act, and the
Adirondack Park Agency’s implementing regulations [9 NYCRR §§ 570-588].

This permit amends and supersedes Permit 2017-0115 in relation to the project
site. The terms and conditions of Permit 2017-0115 shall no longer apply to the
project site.

All deeds conveying all or a portion of the lands subject to this permit shall
contain references to this permit as follows: “The lands conveyed are subject to
Adirondack Park Agency Permit 2024-0044, issued April 16, 2024, the conditions
of which are binding upon the heirs, successors and assigns of the grantors and
all subsequent grantees.”

Subject to the conditions stated herein, this permit authorizes a two-lot
subdivision of the Van Nostrand Parcel as depicted on the Site Plan. Any
subdivision not depicted on the Site Plan shall require a new or amended permit.

Within 30 days of conveyance of Lot 2, a new deed shall be filed in the Hamilton
County Clerk’s office describing Lot 2 and the Smith Parcel as a single, un-divided lot.

The construction of any dwelling or other principal building on the merged Lot 2
and Smith Parcel shall require a new or amended permit.

Any new free-standing or building-mounted outdoor lights on the project site shall
employ full cut-off fixtures that are fully shielded to direct light downward and not
into the sky or adjoining property.

There shall be no principal buildings located on Lot 1 other than the pre-existing

single family dwelling constructed on the property in 1969 or any replacement
structure for this dwelling as allowed by Agency regulations.
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11.  There shall be no more than two principal buildings located on the merged Lot 2
and Smith Parcel. The single family dwelling constructed on the Smith Parcel in
2003 constitutes a principal building. The Agency makes no assurances that the
maximum development mathematically allowed can be approved.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Agency has considered all statutory and regulatory criteria for project approval set

forth in the Adirondack Park Agency Act, and 9 NYCRR Part 574. The Agency hereby

finds that the subdivision authorized as conditioned herein:

a. will be consistent with the land use and development plan;

b. will be compatible with the character description and purposes, policies, and
objectives of the Rural Use land use area;

C. will be consistent with the overall intensity guidelines for the Rural Use land use area,;

d. will comply with the shoreline restrictions of § 806 of the Adirondack Park Agency
Act; and

e. will not have an undue adverse impact upon the natural, scenic, aesthetic,
ecological, wildlife, historic, recreational or open space resources of the Park or
upon the ability of the public to provide supporting facilities and services made
necessary by the project.
