On July 10 & 11, 2024, heavy rain and severe flooding created hazardous conditions in
New York State posing an imminent danger to public transportation, utility service,
public health, and public safety systems. As a result of subsequent flooding, on July 16%™
, 2024, New York State Governor Kathy Hochul issued a state of emergency for New
York State with respect to flooding and other storm impacts. The recent flooding has
exacerbated the process for replacing the compromised culvert on Lake Shore Road.
The project involves the replacement of the existing culvert with a larger scale culvert.
