On August 9, 2024, heavy rain and severe flooding created hazardous conditions in 
New York State posing an imminent danger to public transportation, utility service, 
public health, and public safety systems. On August 9, 2024, Governor Kathy Hochul 
issued Executive Order 38 declaring a State Disaster Emergency in St. Lawerence 
County.  The St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators also issued a State of 
Emergency Declaration on August 9, 2024. The proposed project involves the 
replacement of two 3'x35' culverts with one 6'x30' culvert over Hogback Brook.
