As a result of subsequent flooding, on July
16", 2024, New York State Governor Kathy Hochul issued a state of emergency for
New York State with respect to flooding and other storm impacts. The proposed project
involves replacement of existing culvert with a 10'’x24°x36' concrete box culvert, and
embankment stabilization.
