5. Monthly Report of Executed Settlement Agreements:

Seven enforcement cases were resolved by settlement agreements executed in
November and December 2018 as follows:

E2018-0001, Mason & Costigan (Elizabethtown, Essex County)

Wetland subdivision in 2017. Settlement requires merging of property with adjacent lot,
allocates principal building potential, requires a permit for future subdivision, and
requires filing in the County Clerk’s Office.

E2018-0156, Kochanek (Long Lake, Hamilton County)

Construction of hunting and fishing cabins greater than 500 square feet in Resource
Management in 1992 and 2000, and graywater disposal within 100 feet of a stream.
Settlement recognizes cabins as lawful, requires the graywater outfall to be moved
greater than 100 feet from any wetlands or waterbodies, allows for a two-lot subdivision
of the property, requires Agency approval for future principal buildings, on-site
wastewater treatment systems, and certain new land use or development. Settlement
must be filed in the County Clerk’s Office.



E2018-0137, Robjent (Keene, Essex County)

Vegetation removal and construction of a cabin and outhouse in noncompliance with
Permit 78-318A in 2016. Settlement recognizes development as lawful, allows for
construction of an accessory structure, and requires filing in the County Clerk’s Office.

E2017-0125, Crossen (Lake Luzerne, Warren County)

Construction of a patio and retaining wall within the shoreline setback of Lake Luzerne
in 2018. Settlement requires implementation of an Agency-approved remediation plan
and payment of a $150 civil penalty.

E2018-0155, Capital Communications FCU (Lewis, Essex County)

Subdivision involving wetlands and creating a substandard-sized lot in Low Intensity
Use in 1986. Settlement recognizes property as lawful, allocates principal building
potential, allows for a boundary line adjustment with an adjoining property, requires
Agency review of future subdivisions, and requires filing in the County Clerk’s Office.

E2017-0130, Jones & French (Clifton, St. Lawrence County)

Road construction and vegetation removal in noncompliance with Permit 2005-257 and
wetland fill in 2017. Settlement requires removal of the road from wetlands, removal of
a stream crossing, and allows for construction of a cabin, pavilion, privy, and dock
subject to conditions. Settlement requires filing in the County Clerk’s Office.

E2018-0116, Griffin (Bellmont, Franklin County)

Subdivision creating 8" parcel in Rural Use in 2008. Settlement recognizes property as
lawful, allows for construction of a single-family dwelling subject to conditions, and
requires filing in the County Clerk’s Office.
