SUMMARY AND AUTHORIZATION

Pursuant to Environmental Conservation Law (ECL) Article 24, Executive Law §
| 809(13)(e), and 9 NYCRR §§ 572.23 and 578, this general permit authorizes the
conditional undertaking of regulated activities incidental to the management of terrestrial
| invasive plant-species in or within-100-feetofpotentially impacting wetlands in the
Adirondack Park by authorized users through the use of management activities intended
to eradicate or reduce population numbers or otherwise control the growth and spread of
| terrestrial invasive plant-species.

The Deputy Director of Regulatory Programs (DDRP) shall maintain a list of Authorized
Users approved to use GP2014G-4A1B (Authorized Users list), separately identifying
persons authorized to undertake management of invasive terrestrial plant species and
persons authorized to undertake management of invasive terrestrial non-plant species.
For purposes of this general permit, the term “person” shall have the same definition as
in 9 NYCRR § 578.3.
