Installation of step pools, refuge pools, and baffles in Alder Brook, downstream from the
existing culvert and within the NYSDOT right-of-way on NYS Route 3.

Amend P1992-0010A to allow construction of a new 80 foot diameter clarifier, a new
building and rehabilitation of piping on the project site.

Construction of a second single-family dwelling on Lot 1C which was authorized by
Agency Permit 2020-0045. Tax Parcel 44.2-1-2 is included for the purposes of density
transfer only.

GP2019G-1 for the replacement of two existing utility poles with poles measuring 43 feet
in height.

Amend Condition 8 of P2011-15 to remove existing garage and replace with a new 576
square foot garage in a new location.

Amend permit to allow for the construction of a 14-foot-tall, 30 foot by 40 foot pole barn on
Lot 2 of a previously-authorized five-lot subdivision.

Construction of a second dwelling serviced by on-site well and on-site wastewater
treatment system.
