Proposal to create four vacant buildable lots of 9.3+-acres, 10.9+-acres, 10.00+-acres, and
42.8+-acres.

Proposed construction of a new self storage facility located in the Town of Lake George on
NYS Route 9N.

Proposed 26-unit RV campground with a restroom, event barn, amphitheater, maintenance
building, and rental cabin.

Installation of a 20 MW solar facility to be sited on approximately 100 acres of a 255-acre
property. The proposal includes installation of approximately 65,000 Longi 420-watt (or
equivalent) solar photovoltaic (PV) panels. The solar panels will be attached to a single-axis
tracker racking system and secured into the ground by driven posts (maximum structure height
of 15 feet). The entire solar array will be enclosed by an agricultural-style fence. The DC
power produced by the solar panels will be converted to AC utility grade power using central
inverters, located on equipment pads throughout the array. The project also involves a new
connection to National Grid’s Ticonderoga-Republic #2 115kV line located 1,450+ feet east of
the solar array, construction of a transformer station between that 115kV line and NY State
Route 9N, and installation of an underground AC line through wetlands to connect the solar
array to the transformer station. The project is expected to operate for at least 20 years and to
produce approximately 34,000 MWh of solar energy the first year.

Installation of the leaching component of an on-site wastewater treatment system within 100
feet of wetlands.

GP2010G-1 for the horizontal co-location of a new telecommunications facility involving
construction of a new 111-foot-tall tower. The proposed tower will contain six new panel
antennas, and associated infrastructure at a centerline mounting height of 107 above ground
level. Access to the site will be along and existing gravel access road.

Construction of a single-family dwelling with associated development within a recreational river
area.

Two-lot subdivision of the 105+-acre project site to create a 7x-acre lot to be improved by a
single-family dwelling and a 98+-acre vacant lot.

Two-lot subdivision and new commercial use involving the creation of a 120 unit RV
campground with individual electric and water supply and common sanitary dumping station(s)
to be constructed in five phases. Phase 1 involves build-out to include 24 RV sites and
operation of campground office to be run from landowners SFD on the property. Phase 2
involves 23 additional RV sites; Phase 3 involves 18 additional RV sites; Phase 4 involves 33
additional RV sites; and Phase 5 involves 19 additional RV sites. Total proposed area of
disturbance is 25.4 acres. Proposed Phases 2 through 5 are not proposed to be undertaken at
this time.

Construction of a commercial self-storage facility adjacent to Route 186. The proposed facility
will be accessed via Airport Road and consist of forty, 8 foot by 20 foot shipping containers that
will be utilized as storage units, and one 30 foot by 150 foot pole barn for vehicle storage.

Expansion of the life-of-mine of an existing mine by 26.6+ acres. The expansion area will be
serviced by a new gravel road using the existing mine entrance, and will be used for stockpiling,
occasional screening, and will be graded. There will be no blasting or mining in the expanded
area, and there will be no overall increase in truck traffic entering and exiting the existing mine.
The existing residential home will continue to be used as a residential home served by the
existing residential driveway.

A two-lot subdivision of the project site to create the following lots comprised of Moderate
Intensity Use and Low Intensity Use lands:

Lot 1, which is improved by an existing single-family dwelling; and Lot 2, a vacant lot to be
improved by a new single-family dwelling.

Application of the pesticide Prenfish Toxicant™ (Active Ingredient: 5% Rotenone) to remove
non-native golden shiners from Long Pond, a lake in the Debar Wild Forest. The lake will be
stocked to establish a native brook trout (Salvelinus fontinalis) population upon natural
degradation of the toxicant. This will be the second reclamation of Long Pond, with a previous
reclamation undertaken in 1965. The project complies with the Guidelines for Fisheries
Management in Wilderness, Primitive, and Canoe Areas (Adopted by the Adirondack Park
Agency on April 26, 1990 and Amended on July 10, 1992).
