Justification: May-June treatment window will reduce potential for impacts to non-target species;
Requiring the project to occur as proposed will ensure that the target plant is controlled while the
native plant community remains intact, restoring the wetland value. The post treatment monitoring
and analysis of herbicide residue concentrations and of the plant community will allow the Agency
to confirm that the project was undertaken as authorized and will provide additional data on the
plant community within Lake Luzerne.
