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With the signing of Juneteenth National Independence Day Act into law on June 17, 2021, Juneteenth was designated as a federal
holiday to commemorate the emancipation of African American slaves. America’s “second Independence Day” honors the history,
perseverance and achievements of the African American community. It is also a forthright reminder of the brutality and hardship
suffered by enslaved peoples and an enduring tribute to all those who fought for the obtainment of equality, the right to vote and
other cherished civil rights.

As the Adirondack Park Agency marks the 50" anniversary of the Adirondack Park Land Use and Development Plan, we join all
New Yorkers to celebrate the less known but truly remarkable Adirondack history of the diverse people who contributed to the
greatness of the Adirondack Park and its communities. History teaches profound lessons.
